Limit your luggage.  ( Don’t take the kitchen sink; we don’t have room for it)

10. Medical Center:  Any medicine that your child takes on a regular basis must be in the 

prescribed bottle and properly labeled with that child’s name.  This includes anything 
taken by mouth such as Tylenol, kaopektate, donnagel, Dramamine, benadryl, 
antihistamines, asthma inhalers, cough medicine, etc.  These items must be brought to the 
band hall and given to the band director and/or doctor/nurse with a signed note from the 
parents.
